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Stephen Jasper was born March quarter 1877 in Froncysyllte, son of Edward Jasper, a coal miner, and Mary Jasper (nee Hughes) of Viaduct View.  In 1891 he was working as a common labourer, but by 1901 he was a coal miner.  He married Maria Jane Humphreys in St Collen’s 7th November 1903, when he was living in 27 Carmel Terrace, Vron.  In 1911 they were living in No. 2 Under Hill Terrace, Froncysyllte.  They had had two children, but both had died by 1911, however they had two further children, Mabel born 11th Feb 1912 and Edward born 29th October 1913.  Stephen joined the 1st Battalion Royal Welsh Fusiliers as private 6430.  He was in France 4th January 1915, and was killed in action 1st October 1917.  He is commemorated on Panels 53 to 65, Tyne Cot Memorial, Zonnebeke, West-Vlaanderen, Belgium.
