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Thomas Ellis Hughes was born June 1899 in Mount Pleasant, Vroncysyllte, son of Benjamin Hughes, a coal miner, and Mary Jane Hughes (nee Isaac).  Thomas Ellis followed his father and elder brothers in to the coal industry, becoming a pit boy.  On 28th September 1917 he enlisted at Wrexham as Private, No. 73034 and was posted to the 48th Training Battalion.  On the 8th December 1917 he was transferred to the 53rd Battalion and then on the 19th December the 52nd Grad Battalion.  On the 5th April 1918 he was posted to the Welsh Regiment France, and two days later he was allotted to the !5th Battalion of the Welsh Regiment.  He embarked at Southampton and disembarked at Le Havre.  On the 19th May he was posted to A Company Field.  He was killed in action in the field 26th August 1918 and was buried in grave X B 20, Caterpillar Valley Cemetery, Longueval.
