David Bebb was born in Llansantffraid Deythur, Montgomeryshire in June quarter1889, son of Evan Maurice Bebb, a farm labourer at Slate House, and Mary Jane Bebb (formerly Davies).  Following his father’s death in 1908 the family moved to 1 Wesleyan Terrace, Llanfechain, Mont, and later Jeffrey Terrace, Trevor, where his mother worked as a  charwoman.  In 1David Bebb had stayed in Montgomeryshire and in 1911 was a waggoner on a farm in Domengastell, Llanfechain.  He joined the Royal Welsh Fusiliers as Private 345270, and was trained to use the Lewis Gun in Palestine.  He died 19th September 1919, and was buried III.D.13, Pont d’Achelles Military Cemetery, Nieppe, France.
