John Francis Coster Edwards was born in Llangollen December quarter 1897, son of James Coster Edwards, a terra cotta manufacturer of Bryn Howell, Llangollen, and Mrs Laura Ellen Loftus Edwards (nee Tottenham).  He was educated first at Mr Dobie’s private school in Heswall, Cheshire, and subsequently at Eton.  On 7th April 1916 at Sandhurst he was made Second Lieutenant, and by October that year he was in Egypt where he served as A.D.C. to General Casson, Director-in-chief of Prisoners of War.  In February 1918 he was transferred to the 3rd Battalion, Royal Welsh Fusiliers, then serving in Palestine, he reached France 29th April, attached to the 24th Battalion.  He died of influenza, following wounds received in action on 31st October.  The date of death has been variously reported as 9th November (Llangollen Advertiser)  10th November (Medal Roll Index)  11th November (Commonwealth War Graves.)
