Charles Carrington
Charles Carrington was born March Quarter 1886 in Halkyn, Flintshire, the son of Lucy Carrington.  By 1901 he was a butcher’s boy in Holywell, but by 1911 he was living at 15 North Road, Ponkey, and working as a colliery ropeman.  In March Quarter 1910 he married Sarah Ann (Annie) Langford.  He adopted her daughter Enid Langford, born June Quarter 1906, a second daughter, Emily was born 24th May 1911, a son Charles 13th November 1914.  Charles became a Lance Serjeant 6137, 4th Battalion Royal Welsh Fusiliers, he died in action on 9th May 1915, and his death is commemorated on Panel 13 And 14, Le Touret, Pas de Calais, France.  He was spoken of as “one of the most efficient “Non-Coms” in the battalion.”

Carrington, who was killed in action in the hot encounter on May 9th, when the “fourth Royal Welsh” so gloriously distinguished themselves, was connected with Llangollen by marriage; his widow being a daughter of Mr. John Langford of this town, and with her two orphan children she is now living with her mother, Mrs. Mary Langford, in Trevor-square, and has the widespread sympathy of the community.  Sergt, Carrington is spoken of as one of the most efficient “Non-Coms” in the battalion.
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
