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Douglas Williams was born in Llangollen June quarter 1924, son of William Samuel Williams and Kate Williams (nee Hughes) of 8 Coedafon..  Before he joined up he worked for Horspool’s of Castle Street.  He was a stoker, LT/KX 137058, in the Royal Naval Patrol Service.  He served on board  Trawler Stella Capella.  At 02.11 hours on 19th  March 1942, HMS Stella Capella (FY 107), while serving in the 41st A/S Group based in Iceland, was hit by a torpedo from U-701 and sank in 2 minutes 30 seconds south of Iceland. The commander, three officers and 29 ratings were lost.  Douglas Williams is commemorated Panel 10, Column 2., Memorial: Lowestoft Naval Memorial.

Horspool, Castle Street.  He was well known and popular in the town.
