He was a market gardener before he joined the Royal Welsh Fusiliers in 1939, No 4197005.  He had married Megan Olwen Jones in September Quarter 1938.  By 1944 he was a Lance Serjeant with the 4th Battalion.  He was killed 27th September 1944 during the British advance into Holland, and is buried in grave I. E. 2., Cemetery: Valkenswaard War Cemetery, Noord-Brabant, Netherlands, a pine wood where most of the graves are of men who fell in the surrounding woods.
