7. Edward Evan Lloyd


Edward Evan Lloyd was born in Llantysilio in June quarter 1898, the son of Gabriel Williams and Mary Jane Lloyd.  His parents married in June 1900, and in 1901 were living in Minera with their 1 month old daughter Susannah, while Edward was with Robert and Jane Owen of Ty Ucha Cottages, Rhewl, Llantysilio, his mother’s grandparents (the census shows him as an adopted son).  In 1911 Edward was living with his grandmother, Ann Lloyd at Llidiart Annie, Llantysilio, while his parents were living in Garth.  They had presumably moved back to Llantysilio by 1917.  Edward joined the 10th Battalion Royal Welsh Fusiliers as Private 26088.  By December 1916 he was in France.  He was wounded, and treated at the Canadian Hospital, France, but died from those wounds on 6th October 1917.  He was buried in grave XXVII. E. 7A Etaples Miltary Cemetery, Pas de Calais, France
