5. Goronwy Jones


John Goronwy Jones was born in Llantysilio, June quarter1894 the son of David Jones, a farmer of Rhospengwern, and Grace Jones.  His father had moved from Rhydonen Uchaf to Rhospengwern some time between 1891 and 1901.  John was educated at Llangollen County School and later went on to the Agricultural Department of University College, Bangor.  He joined the 1st Battalion Welsh Guards, and won the Military Medal in August 1917.  He was wounded in action on 6th November 1918, and died from his wounded later the same day.  He is commemorated at grave, reference: F. 5. , Villers-Pol Communal Cemetery Extension, between Valenciennes and Le Quesnoy

He had been educated at the Llangollen County School, and later at the Agricultural Dept. of the University College, Bangor.
